You can always upgrade your existing domain plan to a MailDomain plan via the customer
center, allowing you to configure mailboxes in the relevant size and number under your domain.

Having set up a mailbox, you can redirect and/or connect your mail addresses with a mailbox.
Furthermore it's also possible to enable spam and virus protection for your account. Additionally
you can also use the webmail interface to fetch your mail online.
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
